Call Summary
General Overview: The main focus of this call was to present information on green building by Kevin Stover of Green Building Initiative (GBI).
Discussion: The call began with Megan Goold (EPA) discussing the agenda for the call. 

Mr. Stover began his presentation with background information about himself and GBI. He discussed GBI’s presence in the market, the importance of competition, and the importance of staying current on Federal legislative activity. He stated that there is a lot of green building legislation in the States and municipalities via bills. Green Globes is North America’s first interactive design, guidance, environmental assessment and rating tool recognized by 15 states.
The main part of the presentation was an overview of the Green Globes green building rating and assessment system, with specific highlights of where construction site air quality issues may apply. Mr. Stover also discussed the Green Globes American National Standards Institute (ANSI) effort, and how interested parties could provide public comments on the draft release of the new American National Green Building Standard, GG v.2.
