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Here is a summary from our Ports breakout group.  In our breakout group we had about 18 people, one from the Port of Baltimore, three from EPA, 2 State authorities and the rest enviro groups and associations. The top priorities were:
Concerns/Priorities:
· Emission Inventory- need help in establishing standards and models for collecting port inventory to benchmark improvements and get credit
· Truckers: Need incentives for local truckers to reduce idling, queuing at gates, congestion and safety concerns.  Look at where drayage trucks are and what approaches should be taken.
· Dredging: reducing emissions, conduct surveys to look at what can be done to dredging operations and reduce emissions. 
· Marine vessels: ports can’t do much about it, but look into reducing emissions from tugs and other marine vessels
· Establishing EMS
· Locomotive (idling)

· Grants for ULSD 
· Airports: use lessons learned to include airports

Opportunities and Resources:

· Need to establish collaborative

· Education efforts focused on trucking industry, idle reduction.  State and Feds should have more/continuous  interaction with truckers

· Funding/tax incentives

· Outreach/education with public and need community interaction

· Explore contract/lease requirements and bring all terminal operators together to solve problems cohesively

· Explore trading of emission reduction credits
