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Overview
This call was a joint call with the Mid-Atlantic Diesel Collaborative for purposes of seeing if our two collaboratives had interests in common worth pursuing jointly, and for purposes of making efficient use of an internationally-renowned speaker’s time.  Because only one or two ports were present at the beginning of the call, we did not discuss common interests much.  Abby reported on the fruits of a discussion the prior week between the NEDC and MADC leads:
--  The two groups have some interests in common, such as ferries, short-sea shipping, and in general how to build greener, more efficient facilities and operations into our ports as they grow.

--  Trish Koman has offered to host “east coast” listen-and-learn calls periodically to advance new concepts or share approaches to issues of common concern.  Examples mentioned include hybrid engines for cargo handling equipment, and emission reduction technologies for ferries.
Halida Hatic and Bill Jones reported on budding plans for a “Faster Freight, Cleaner Air” conference within the next year on the East Coast.  EPA and consultant Gladstein, Neandross and Associates are leading this effort, and several ports are participating.

The Impact of Marine Emission Legislation on the Bunker Industry: A European Perspective
