EPA Region 3 RFP, Kelly Sheckler, EPA
· Kelly Sheckler announced that EPA Region 3 has posted a Request for Proposals (RFP) soliciting for projects that reduce diesel emissions in DC, DE, MD, PA, VA and WV.  

· The total amount available under this grant is $300,000.  

· EPA expects to select one to three projects.  

· Projects will be selected from the following sectors: Construction, Freight, Ports, and Urban Fleets.  

· Grant proposals must be submitted to EPA by October 31, 2006.  

· EPA hopes to announce project awards in December 2006.

MARAMA’s Grant Application, Bill Gillespie, MARAMA
· MARAMA will apply for EPA Region 3 funding under the recently announced RFP and has solicited project ideas from MDC members and others.  A number of proposals have been received including projects in the Urban Fleets sector.    

· The project proposals received by MARAMA will be reviewed and ranked by a Technical Review Committee made up of state air quality staff.  MARAMA will submit highly ranked proposals to EPA.

MDE’s Retrofit Project in Baltimore, Lonnie Richmond, MDE

· Lonnie Richmond gave a brief overview of the Maryland Department of Environment’s (MDE’s) diesel retrofit project in Baltimore.  

· The project installed diesel oxidation catalysts (DOCs) on fire trucks and other vehicles.  

· Donaldson provided the DOCs and Closed Crankcase Ventilation Filtration systems.  

· Lonnie recommended CCVF systems for school bus applications but no for waste haulers citing plumbing issues.  

· Lonnie provided detailed cost information on the retrofit project with is posted on the MDC web site.

California’s Solid Waste Collection Vehicle Rule, Kathleen Mead, ARB 

· Kathleen Mead from the California Air Resources Board (ARB) provided an overview of their Solid Waste Collection Vehicle Rule.  

· The rule reduces PM and NOx emissions from waste hauler trucks by requiring vehicle owners to use ARB verified control technologies on their trucks.  
· The rule applies to owners of solid waste collection vehicles or those diesel fueled trucks over 14,000 pounds gross vehicle weight with model-year engines from 1960 to 2006 used to collect residential and commercial solid waste.  
· Requirements phase in on a schedule from 2004 through 2010.  
· Essentially, ARB requires Best Available Control Technology (BACT) for reducing diesel PM on solid waste collection vehicles.
